Thanks so much for coming to New Orleans to help build our city back better than ever before!

We ask another favor. The attention of Congress is so important, and members of Congress really listen to the people in their districts and states – in other words, voters like you! We ask you, as volunteers and voters, to send postcards to encourage your Senators and Representatives to visit New Orleans and see firsthand the progress we’ve made (with your help) and the challenges that still remain. Because you’ve been here, you know that’s the only way they will really understand. 

We desperately need Congress’s help to authorize and appropriate the funds that are still critical for, among other issues, building levees to withstand a Category 5 storm and restoring the wetlands. We lose a football field-sized swath of Louisiana’s wetlands every 38 minutes. And, because wetlands act as speed bumps for hurricanes, the loss heightens the flooding we experience during even a minor storm.

3. Write a message on the cards – we’ve suggested an approach, but we encourage you to say what you feel. Address the cards to your Representative and your two Senators.

4. You may mail the cards, or, if you’re staying in a volunteer group lodging, we’ll pick them up and mail them.

5. Feel free to take extra cards back for your family and friends.
